· Participants may submit two illustrations. The illustrator’s name, grade (except adults), mailing address and home telephone number must be on the back of the illustration.

· Entries in the Poetry Contest will be judged by Roger Bonair-Agard, Rachel McKibbens and Samantha Thornhill.

· Entries in the Illustration Contest will be judged by Mary Kathryn Jablonski and Lynne Browne.
Prizes will be awarded and the winners announced to the public at a reception at the library on Tuesday, March 20 at 7pm.  Participants whose poems and illustrations win or receive honorable mention in their divisions will have an opportunity to read and/or display their work at the reception.  An exhibit of poems and illustrations will be on display through the month of April.
